TRIBUTE AD GUIDELINES

Please use the following guidelines when putting together your photo selection and copy submission.

Limit Your Selection: Choose a few of your favorite senior photos and consider adding either a baby photo or one where they are
younger. Please do not send more than necessary and mark your favorite photo so that we can make it prominent. Be sure to avoid
boyfriend/girlfriend photos.

¢ Full Page Ad - 5-8 photos max * Half Page Ad - 3-5 photos max * Quarter Page Ad - 3 max

Modesty: Pictures of activities not condoned by Harding Academy and photos with inappropriate necklines will not be used. Be
sure that fabric is seen in all shots.

Digital Submission: We prefer you to have your photos digitally submitted. Have them professionally scanned as they will
understand the resolution needed for print requirements. Home scanners are often not adequate.

* Digital photos must be at least 300dpi and in jpeg format.
* Name your jump drive or CD by your senior’s last name.
¢ Indicate if you need the jump or CD returned at the end of the year.

Printed Photographs: If using recent senior photos, be sure to order early to ensure arrival.
* Avoid damaged photos (blurry, grainy, scratched) as they do not produce well.
* Do not write on the surface. Post-It notes or masking tape on the back works well.
* Do not cut your photos or submit photos that have been cut into shapes.
* Do not send photos larger than 8”x10” as they will not fit on the scanner. Have them scanned professionally and send in on @
jump drive or cd.
* Prints will be returned at end of school year.
* If asking a professional photography studio to send in photos, have emailed to: stofsick.marian@hardingacademymemphis.org

Copy: This is an opportunity to provide godly wisdom, love and encouragement to your senior.
* Consider reviewing previous yearbooks for ideas, but make it personal.
* Consider a scripture verse. If room permits, the entire verse will be typed out - if not the reference will appear in a creative
typographic manner. Choose a verse that is unique to your one-of-a-kind senior.
* Avoid messages that are too lengthy. Half page and quarter page ads should probably stay within 35-50 words in length
(reference past ads). If we are unable to fit all of your copy we may ask you to reduce it or eliminate a photo.

SENIOR PICTURE REMINDERS

HOLLAND STUDIO OF PHOTOGRAPHY (www.hollandstudio.net) is our official school photographer for the 2026,/27 school
year. You MUST schedule an appointment this summer for your yearbook senior portraits by calling 901-362-1818. Deadline for
being photographed and choosing your senior composite photos is September 11. Although you are REQUIRED to
have the following photos taken for school usage, you can use any photographer you desire for senior tribute ads. We do, however,
recommend Holland Studio of Photography for all your portrait needs. There is a sitting fee for required yearbook photos, but you
are not expected to order packages unless you desire. Holland will digitally send them to the Shield for placement once you make
your selections. If you are a member of the Beta Club, we ask that you take a photo with the Beta Club sash (not NHS). The studio can
direct you in all of this.

Holland Studio will take the following portraits during your scheduled appointment. Be sure to bring any clothing items needed for
the casual shots and follow all guidelines. Holland will provide cap/gowns and tux/drapes and Beta Club sashes.

* Formal cap-and-gown for your use
¢ Traditional tux (boys) drape (girls) for class composite
* Casual shot for the senior section of the book

GIRLS - Be modest: NO cleavage, NO appearance of nudity, NO shorts, avoid suggestive poses. Also, NO nose
piercings or visible tattoos
BOYS - Must be clean-shaven. Hair must be neatly cut. NO earrings may be worn and NO visible tattoos.

Please make your selections for school use no later than September 4. Unfortunately, if you do not make your selections by the
deadline, Holland will make the selection for you.

NOTE: Excused absences for senior photos will NOT be granted during the school day therefore it is imperative
you schedule a summer session.
